Each of the questions you answer should begin with the question number and re-state the question. Begin each answer on a separate page (i.e., use a page break between each question/answer). Your answers should be identified by your Eagle ID number – not your name – as the header to each page.

Be sure to support your answers with the literature. Include research studies to support your analysis. At least 8 sources are expected for each question set (16 total) and the final paper must be 16 – 18 pages. Since you are taking this exam with the opportunity to use text and internet resources, it is expected that your answers follow the APA citation format. While you are taking the exam virtually, the work must be your own. If it is found that a student was academically dishonest in writing the exam, the student will automatically fail the exam and be dismissed from the program.
