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1. Appraise functions, purposes, policies, and challenges of the criminal justice system, its components, and actors.

2. Evaluate theoretical perspectives developed to explain the nature of crime and delinquency.

3. Assess victimological foundations as well as responses and challenges to addressing victimization.

4. Investigate how inequalities shape and are shaped by the criminal justice system.

5. Construct and prepare scientific knowledge for dissemination to practitioners and the public in a clear and accurate manner.
